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Last month went by in a blurr... I was out of commission for over two weeks with a cold but life here went on...   We had several celebrations as you can see from the pictures.  Vania turned 15 and had her Quinceanera at the Church and after dating for 3 years Fernanda and David got married in a beautiful ceremony at the beach.  We are pictured above with Karina, Fernanda’s sister, and her husband Bruno.

Ministry doesn’t stop when I am sick... Mike keeps right on plowing the ground.  This month he went to the prison twice and each time he was amazed at the growth of the group both in size and in spirit.  Nacho is doing well there living out his Christian faith for the men to follow.  They baptized more men this month as well.  

It has been raining everyday here, mostly at night, which is keeping the trips to the mountains at a halt.  The villages we can get to are Pochotitan, Puga, Tuxpan and San Blas.  This month has seen growth in all of these places.   Pocho is still without a roof over the new church so services are only held there when it isn’t raining.   Puga has been building, they now have working bathrooms and electricity (you helped with that!) and we were able to provide them a Microwave for movie nights!  Tuxpan also is building...raising the roof on the exsisting facility, they have been given land in which to actually build and are working on getting the funds together to do it right!  San Blas too is waiting to build.  They have their eye on a piece of land and once they have the money they will buy it and start to build until then they continue to meet in a small storefront rental.  Getting to help God grows His Church is so exciting!

As we head into October and “Fall” we are hopeing that the rains stop so that we are able to get into El Roble for the Corn Festival.  Pastor Luis made a special trip in to invite us and we know it will be a very special time with the believers there.   

As the leaves change colors where you are...please take a moment and enjoy them for me...we have only two seasons... GREEN AND BROWN!
