[image: image2.wmf]As an Ambassador of Christ, you will be taking the GOOD NEWS into places that are dark and dying.  

This is Boot camp!  Basic training 101 will stretch you in areas of your life while bringing you to a closer relationship with Jesus.

Study this manual to gain insight into your adventure as a SHORT- TERM MISSIONARY.  Begin now by praying daily and seeking the Lord for guidance.

“GO YE, AND TEACH ALL NATIONS…”

May the Lord bless you as you volunteer for the front lines!

Why Pray?

As an ambassador of the Lord, you will want to be as prepared as possible.  Preparation begins with prayer.

While on the mission field you will be in the midst of a Spiritual war!  The Enemy does not want you there and will do anything to send you running.  Prayer is a mighty weapon against the enemy. You can begin praying now while you are at home for your upcoming trip.
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Steps for Personal Prayer

1. Read and Meditate on the Word- Many accounts are found in the Bible of witnessing and faith sharing. Build yourself up with these accounts.  Memorize passages that will encourage you while on the field.  Some examples are: Acts 8:5-13, 26-38 and Acts 10:23-48.

2. Prayer- Intercession is a powerful tool to be used by every child of God.  Begin daily in prayer about your missions country.  Here are a few suggestions for your prayer time. 

· Pray for the missionary team that is there. 

· Ask God to reveal the needs of the people. 

· Pray for God to prepare their hearts to receive the Good News.

3. Self-examination- Look upon yourself and ask God to reveal any hidden sin.  Pride, a hardened heart, covetousness, or a grudge are some areas to consider.  This will allow you to be more open to be used by the Lord. 

Spiritual Warfare

Satan and all the powers of darkness will fight against the Gospel being preached.  Strongholds and spiritual authorities are assigned to your mission country.  You must begin now to attack these strongholds through Prayer.

“For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.” Eph 6:12

You can be open for the Lord to use you in your mission country if your heart is in the right place.  Begin today to prepare your heart for the work of the Lord.  Put on the full armor of God each day to prepare for spiritual warfare.
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One Body

You are going into the mission field as part of a team.  By being part of a team you must interact, relate, and comply with others who are believers like you.  The enemy wants to bring confusion, bitterness, bickering, and hostile feelings into the team.  You must fight the enemy and learn to become a working, helping part of the team.

“For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also in Christ.  For by on Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free’ and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.  For the body is not one member, but many.” 1 Cor. 12:12-14

Many Members
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There are different members that make up your team.  They are:

The Missionary on the field: This is the person that is giving his life in the country you are going. Because they are living in the culture they are your best source of information. They are to be respected! This person will continue to live here after you are once again safe and sound in your home country. 

Team Leader: This person is the overseer of the group while in transit This will be the person you go to if you have questions.  This person works very closely with the Missionary to get the job done!

Team Assistants: These people are under the team leader.  They will follow up with assignments to the team and in general be an aid to the team leader.

Team Member: Any other member of the team not directly involved in a leadership position.

Field Policy

Field policies are enforced on every mission trip for your safety and benefit.  The policies strictly enforced on the field are:

Dating:  Dating while on the field with a team member, or a host country resident is strictly prohibited. The main objective to being on the mission field is not to fine “Mr./Mrs. Right”, but to Proclaim the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Gossip:  Gossip is a sin and can never bring good to any situation and will not be tolerated. This would include any backbiting and criticizing of any member the team

Solo-Crusading:  The Bible speaks of going two by two.  No one is allowed to run off or go un-escorted to any location while on the mission field.  This means everywhere!!!

Sharing a word from the Lord: It is awesome that the Lord would choose to use us to give His direct word to someone.  But as in the Bible…it must be judged…and in order not to cross cultural boundaries you should take it to the leader of the group before you give it to anyone else.

Medications:  There will be a designated team medic who will carry aspirin, bandages, etc.  If you have a prescribed medication that must be taken, please bring more than the correct amount on your trip.  There isn’t always a pharmacy near by. Also be sure to have a copy of your prescription in case customs needs to see it.  Always travel with your medicine in their original bottles.

Promises:   NO matter how certain you are that you can do something to help these people when you get back to your home country.  We ask that you not tell the people in your mission country what you are planning to do.  Often just the idea that you might be sending them something or fixing something can stick in their minds as a done deal…leaving it on the missionary to cover your Promise.  It would be a much better witness of God’s provision if you just do it and let it surprise them when it gets there.  This would include talk of future visits, writing them, sending money for any projects.

PERSONAL TESTIMONY

There are many themes one can use as a starting point when giving a testimony.   Some of them are: Salvation, Healing, Deliverance, and Family.  You can probably think of other key themes also, but the question is, “How do I integrate or incorporate the elements which will serve to make my testimony an effective tool in the Lord’s Hand?”  After all, we don’t just want to talk. We want to use this time to give glory to the Lord.  

Things to remember when giving a testimony
· It should never exceed 2-5 minutes, when in front of a church.

· You should have an understanding of your audience, Are they saved or unsaved?
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· Compress your sordid past, do not give the devil credit

· Show the contrast between the past and the present

· Integrate the “Key” elements or milestones, using them as a springboard for a positive presentation of Jesus in you life.

· Always bring your testimony up to the present, saying “and this is what Christ means to me, right now.” You can use your own words, but try to convey that thought.

· You can end with a favorite scripture or one that has meaning to you

· Finally, write your testimony down and practice giving it.  You won’t be sorry and God will receive all the honor and glory!

PREPARING TO WIN SOULS

1. Pray for renewed commitment to God.

2. Confess your renewed commitment.

3. Study the basic Scriptures you will need.

4. Have your Bible with you.

5. Keep a daily journal of what you have learned and how it applies

6. Expect people to receive Jesus.

7. Remember that as you honor God, He will honor you.
